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Professional Tips for Filing Naturalization Applications

1. Fees:

e Pay the required fees in full using approved payment methods and include
proof of payment with your application.

e Check the current fees on the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services
(USCIS) website to avoid errors.

e If you cannot afford the fees, check if you qualify for a fee waiver or
reduction.

2. Legal Considerations:

e Complete all forms and required information accurately and
honestly, as mistakes or false information may lead to denial.

e Attach all required supporting documents, such as birth certificates,
Green Card, and tax records.

e If you have a legal history or past violations, consult an immigration
attorney before submitting your application.

e Keep copies of all submitted documents, including completed forms
and proof of payment.

3. Eligibility:

e Ensure you meet all eligibility requirements, including the lawful permanent
residence duration in the United States.
Verify that all owed taxes are paid, and attach proof of tax payments.
Review your travel history outside the U.S., as extended absences might
impact your eligibility.



4. Test and Interview:

e Prepare for the citizenship test by studying the Civics Test guide and
improving your English skills.

e Bring all required documents to the interview, such as your Green Card,
personal ID, and any documents proving your marital status (e.g., marriage
or divorce certificates).

e Practice answering questions related to your background and residency in
the U.S.

5. Appointments and Communication:

Track your application status using the receipt number provided by USCIS.
Ensure you attend all scheduled appointments, including the biometric
appointment and interview.

e Respond promptly to any requests for additional information from USCIS.

6. Document Translation:

e If required documents are in a language other than English, provide an
accurate and certified translation, including a translator’s certification
statement.

7. Seeking Assistance:

e If you have questions or difficulties completing the application, seek help
from a licensed immigration attorney or a trusted organization recognized
by USCIS.

e Avoid relying on unlicensed or unverified sources for assistance.

Additional Eligibility Notes:

e For general naturalization (5 years of permanent residence):



e Ensure you have resided in the U.S. for at least 30 months within the 5-year
period.
For spousal naturalization (3 years of permanent residence):
Ensure you have resided in the U.S. for at least 18 months within the 3-year
period.
e When filing your application:
o Ensure you have lived at your current address for at least three
months.
